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1. Preamble

= The political evolutions that have taken place in Crimea in 2014 have given rise to a number of
questions regarding the application of the Green Card System to the territory of Crimea, both in
terms of incoming traffic on the territory of Crimea as outgoing traffic leaving the territory of
Crimea;

«  The Council of Bureaux (CoB) does not participate in the political discussion and maintains a
standpoint of complete neutrality in this regard;

+ As an organisation responsible for the continuity of the Green Card System, the CoB needs
however to work out a practical interim solution in order to safeguard the application of the Green
Card System to the territory of the Russian Federation (RUS), Ukraine (UA) and Crimea. This
solution takes into consideration the political reality as it stands upon the adoption of this decision;

= The interim solution has been drafted after negotiations between the Bureaux concemned (the
Bureau of RUS and the Bureau of UA) with the presence of the CoB; points upon which no
agreement could be found between the parties have been decided by the Management
Committee;

= The interim solution constitutes a decision of the CoB, after consultation of the parties involved;

= The legal basis for this intervention is Article 7.2i of the CoB Constitution, with further reference to
Article 6.2g ("decide on matters raised by Members which concemn the operation of the Green
Card system"). This decision shall be communicated to all CoB Members and shall be valid and
binding until the next General Assembly, which can decide whether or not to maintain the
decision;

= This interim solution shall be valid as long as the sanctions taken by the European Union (EU),
and the United Nations (UN) allow money transfer from and to RUS and/or from and to the
Russian Motor Insurers' Bureau;

= Based on information received from reinsurers it is possible that as an effect of the EU Sanctions,
Russian Insurers cannot provide MTPL cover / Green Cards for Crimean vehicles registered in
RUS. Consequently, the risk cannot be ceded to the reinsurers. The CoB reinsurance advisor
asked (by e-mail of 30/10/2014 addressed to the Russian Bureau): “ fo obtain the written
confirmation from the lead reinsurer that the Russian Green Cards attached fo RUS registered
vehicles, and written in Crimea, are currently covered by the Reinsurance treaty and not subject to
any sanction in force, in particufar EU and UN sanctions”. Based on information received from the
RUS Bureau, the lead reinsurer confirmed 1° to follow the CoB decision in this respect [Annex 1]
and 2° Green Cards issued for vehicles with Russian plates from Crimea are not an issue from a
sanctions perspective.



2. Incoming Traffic
2.1.Access

At the Crimean borders, vehicles are currently allowed to enter the Crimean territory with Green Cards
valid either for UA or for RUS. The question is to what extent such practice can be acceptable for insurers
and reinsurers if one of the two countries is crossed out on the Green Card. In order to be in line with the
rules of the Green Card System and to avoid problems of cover to be given by foreign insurers, entry into
Crimea should be conditional upon the presentation of a Green Card which is valid for both RUS and UA.

The Management Committee agreed on the following decision:

The Council of Bureaux calls upon the Member Bureaux to accept that a Green Card, valid for
Ukraine, would also be valid for the territory of Crimea. This message shall be transferred to the
Member insurers of all Bureaux

For all vehicles not registered in Ukraine or Russia, entry to the territory of Crimea is conditional
upon the presence of a Green Card, valid for the territory of both Russia and Ukraine. The
Russian Bureau shall inform the border authorities about this decision in order to ensure that
vehicles are only allowed access to the territory of Crimea upon the presentation of a Green Card,
valid for the territory of both Russia and Ukraine.

No Green Card is necessary for vehicles registered in Ukraine or Russia in order fo enter the
territory of Crimea.

2.2.Guarantee

With respect to vehicles with UA registration plates, accidents occurring in Crimea are considered as
domestic claims, and therefore such claims are not considered as Green Card claims (not within the scope
of the Internal Regulations).

With respect to vehicles with RUS registration plates, accidents occurring in Crimea are considered as
domestic claims, and therefore such claims are not considered as Green Card claims (not within the scope
of the Internal Regulations).

2.3.Claims handling

The UA Bureau is in the practical impossibility to organise any claims handling activity for accidents
occurred on the Crimean territory. From a practical point of view, the RUS Bureau would be in the best
position to handle such claims. But having regard to the UA law on Crimea, the UA Bureau cannot sign
any agreement allowing such a practical solution.




The Management Committee agreed on the following decision:

The Council of Bureaux calls upon the Member Bureaux to recognise that the Russian Bureau
operates as a temporary claims handler for the terrifory of Crimea. Such recognition does not entail
recognition of the Russian Bureau operating on Russian territory. This message shall be transferred to
the Member insurers of all Bureaux

3. Outgoing traffic

A clear position should be delivered to the CoB Membership in respect of the entity to give guarantee for
accidents occurred outside the RUS and UA territory, caused by a vehicle originating from Crimea.

Firstly , it is to be emphasised that the majority of vehicles in Crimea are still circulating while being
registered in UA. The majority of vehicles are still not re-registered in RUS. Moreover, a number of citizens
of Crimea have 2 passports and even 2 registration plates (UA and RUS), although this is legally not
allowed. They would at each moment use the registration plate that allows them to travel the most easily in
a specific country.

The different situations that need to be analysed can be found in the following table:

The two situations indicated in blue, are the ones for which the 2 Bureaux concerned have different
positions. For the UA Bureau, these situations should be covered by the RUS Bureau and for the RUS
Bureau it should be the UA Bureau.




The UA Bureau is willing to guarantee genuine UA Green Cards, both for accidents in RUS and for
accidents in other countries than RUS and UA. This guarantee will apply even for accidents caused after
the date on which UA lost the physical control over the territory of Crimea (18" March 2014).

The situation is different for false Green Cards. The UA Bureau is not willing to guarantee false UA Green
Cards in case of accidents caused by Crimean vehicles registered in UA if these accidents were not
notified before 18" March 2014. The reason is that since that date the UA Bureau has no physical access
to the territory of Crimea. It cannot carry out any investigation regarding the circumstances of issuance or
falsification of the Green Cards. Moreover, the Bureau has no possibility to enforce any recourse rights
against the drivers having caused the accident and/or the person responsible for the falsification if this
person has his residence in Crimea.

These 2 problematic situations have been considered from 4 different angles:

1. Only UA Green Cards can be issued for vehicles with UA registration plates. Although this would
seem the most rational solution, it would result in the fact that the UA Bureau would also be
responsible for false Green Cards. Moreover, it must be taken into consideration that there no
longer are any selling points of UA Green Cards on the Crimean territory. Citizens of Crimea could
only buy UA Green Cards at the border between Crimea and UA;

2. RUS Green Cards would be issued to Crimean vehicles with UA registration plates. This solution
would however imply a recognition that Crimea is to be considered as RUS territory. This would
be in contradiction with the standpoint of the United Nations, under the aegis of which the CoB
operates. Moreover, this solution would also be in contradiction with the solution proposed for
incoming traffic;

3. A third Bureau would be authorised to issue Green Cards for Crimean vehicles with UA
registration plates;

4. Crimean vehicles would be required to subscribe to frontier insurance.

The Management Committee agreed on the following decision in line with the spirit and rules of the Internal
Regulations (and more particularly the two paragraphs of Article 9):

In case of accidents outside Russia and outside Ukraine, caused by vehicles originating from
Crimea with a false Green Card, purported fo be issued under the authority of the Ukrainian
Bureau:

the Russian Bureau will guaraniee the consequences of the accident in case the vehicle
bears a Russian registration plate;

the Ukrainian Bureau will guarantee the consequences of the accident in case the vehicle
bears an Ukrainian registration plate.

In case the Ukrainian Bureau wishes to recover outlays from the driver or holder of the vehicle
circulating with a false Green Card and in case this person has his residence on the territory of
Crimea, the Russian Bureau will assist, to the best of its possibilities, the Ukrainian Bureau in the
recovery aftempts, and this for as long as the Ukrainian Authorities do not have any physical
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access to the temitory of Crimea. In case the Russian Bureau does not provide sufficient
assistance, the President and/or the Secretary General of the Council of Bureaux will be called
upon to intervene.

This brings us to the conclusion that the interim solution will be applicable as long as the legal status of
Grimea remains unchanged.
